





Ocala Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes
Monday, May 11, 2009

Commissioner Adams declared a voting conflict, filled out the required forms and abstained
from voting. (The form is incorporated into the minutes as required by law.)

Commissioner DeJohn asked why the Governor’s West disapproved of the zoning change. Mr.
Chighizola responded that part of the reason is because it wanted to give the SR40 Corridor Plan
Committee time to figure out a design for this intersection. Mr. DeJohn asked if tonight’s
decision will hurt the SR40 Corridor Plan. Mr. Chighizola replied that it is more difficult to
change from a higher zoning designation to a lower zoning designation. Mr. Daniels stated that
the biggest difference between the B-2 and B-4 zones is that more outside type uses are
permitted in the B-4 zone, i.e., outdoor displays, car sales, and garage repairs. Mr. Chighizola
stated that B-4 is normally used for larger parcels but it is highway oriented.

Commissioner Albright moved, and Commissioner Yancey seconded to approve ZON09-0006,
subject to staff comments; without further discussion, the motion carried unanimously upon roll
call vote.

Individual Commissioners

Mr. Greiner thanked Ms. Yancey, Mr. DeJohn, Mr. Polak and Mr. Adams for support at the P &
Z Annual report presentation to City Council. Mr. DeJohn inquired about the purpose of the
annual reports. Mr. Chighizola stated that typically there hasn’t been a lot of discussion with the
boards and that City Council may not continue doing the annual reports. The consensus from the
P & Z members was an expectation of more interaction with City Council.

Mr. Greiner requested the City Attorney to be available to attend P & Z meetings if and when
there are cases which require legal advice. The Cala Hills case was cited as a demonstration of
how helpful it would have had the City Attorney present at the meetings to interpret some of the
legal aspects of the case. Mr. Chighizola stated that the City attorney could attend P & Z
meetings as needed on special occasions.
